WHSPA HALL FAME
Membership: Three Categories will be considered for membership.

1. Coaches-This category looks to honor those individuals who have had a profound impact
on the sport of powerlifting within the high ranks in the state of Wisconsin.

2. Athletes-This category looks to honor those individuals who have been outstanding
achievers at the high school level.

3. Other-This category looks to honor those individuals who have had a profound impact
on the sport of powerlifting within the high ranks in the state of Wisconsin. This
category could include, but is not limited to referees, volunteers, and sponsors.

Criteria for Selection (based on the WHSPA era of 1996 to present):
COACHES

1. They must have been a head coach or assistant coach of high esteem.

2. They must have coached for a minimum of 10 years in a public or private school.

3. Prority will be given to coaches who have been out of coaching for a minimum of 5
years, or who have reached retirement age.

4. Selection will take into account longevity and service to Wisconsin High School
powerlifting.

5. All head coaches in Wisconsin reaching 20 years of service are automatically eligible for
nomination. A nomination should be submitted for committee action.



ATHLETES

1. Athletes are eligible for consideration after completing high school graduation.

2. Selection is based on achievement during the athlete’s powerlifting career through
competition at the high school level. This includes all levels of high school competition.

3. Priority will be given to athletes who have been out of high school for 5 years.

4. All 4 time state champions are automatically eligible for nomination. A nomination
should be submitted for committee action.

OTHER

1. They must have been a active in Wisconsin high school powerlifting and held in high
esteem.

2. They must have been active for a minimum of 10 years in the WHSPA or a public or
private school.

3. Selection will take into account longevity and service to Wisconsin High School

powerlifting.

NOMINATION PROCEDURE for WHPSA HALL OF FAME:

1. Any member of the Wisconsin High School Powerlifting Association (WHSPA) may
nominate a coach or athlete for consideration. Once nominated, his/her name remains
on the list for 5 succeeding years and will automatically come up for consideration in
those 5 years following initial nomination.

2. The member who nominates will be expected to aid in collecting background
information for the nominee.

a. For coaches, this includes years of service, contributions, and accomplishments.

b. For athletes, this includes meet places, meet honors, and other contributions to
powerlifting.

c. For others, this includes a bio of their impact on Wisconsin high school
powerlifting.

4. All entires received by September 30th will be eligible for consideration for induction at the
next scheduled state meet.

WHSPA NOMINATION SELECTION PROCEDURE:

1. The selection committee will consist of 5 WHSPA board members. This committee will
be made up with 1 member from each region and 1 at large member. The region
members will be given a term (2, 4, 6, 8 years).

2. For the inaugural induction (2012-2013 season), the maximum number of athlete
entrants will be 15, the maximum number of coaches will be 3, and the maximum
number of others will be 2. The number of entrants in subsequent years is TBD.

3. Criteria for entry into the WHSPA Hall of Fame are based on individual merit and
accolades of the applicant.
